Presbyterian Childrenõs Homes and Services - Part of IPC Mission 

 

Presbyterian Childrenôs Homes and Services (PCHS) is an independent or-
ganization in a covenant relationship with our Synod of the Sun.  It provides 
residential care for 346 needy  children through high school in 19 group 
homes (in Itasca, Waxahachie, San Antonio, Duncanville and Austin) and with 
65   foster families (in Houston, Wichita Falls, Longview and the DFW 
metroplex).  It also provides counseling services to 1,134 families in 18 cities, 
and financial aid to 48 college students.  The agency plans to begin adoption 
services later this year.  PCHS has recently hired Courtney Alvarez as their 
representative for Corpus Christi.  She will be working to connect their ser-
vices with clients in our area.  Her office is in Parkway Presbyterian Church. 

 

Children (through age 18) are referred to the agency through churches, 
schools, social service agencies, the justice system and child protective    
agencies.  Itôs annual budget of $13.5 million is covered by endowment in-
come (43%), state contracts and fees (20%) and donations (37%).  Presbyte-
rian  Childrenôs Homes and Services is one of the agencies funded by your 
contributions to the benevolence program of our church. The group in Waxa-
hachie also sends us wonderful adults and young people to help lead our VBS 
program each summer.
