Pastorôs Thoughts ï May 2010 

 

The Elders and Deacons of IPC met for training back in February and March of 

2010. We looked carefully at the history of this congregation, and also at the pre-

sent and future ministry of this church family. We decided to begin to focus our 

energy on some of the fundamentals of the Christian Faithéthings like prayer 

and worship and mission and study.  

 

One of the specifics that grew out of our time together was a recognition that 

prayer is at the heart of our faith. Prayer, and our regular practice of prayer, can 

help to give strength and wisdom to our life together as a part of the Body of 

Christ.

Something good is happening here at IPC. Born out of the officerôs training events we held back in February and 

March, there are new prayer groups forming here at the church. Prayer is one of the disciplines of the Christian 

Church that anyone can practiceéand it is more fun to pray together in small groups (the suggestion is 3-5 people 

praying together) than all by yourself!  

There are already two prayer groups meeting regularly to pray for personal, congregational, and world-wide concerns. 

These groups are meeting in the little chapel at the church, but new groups can meet where ever and whenever they 

chose (even on the phone, on a conference call if so desired). Anyone and everyone can become a part of one of these 

prayer groups.
