1 pkg. shredded coleslaw mix 
2 pkgs. Oriental Flavor Ramen noodles, broke up 
1 Tbsp. sunflower seeds 
6 oz. cashews 
1 jar Dole Mandarin Oranges in light syrup, drained 
2 cups diced, cooked chicken 
 
Dressing: 
3 1/2 Tbsp. sugar 
3 1/2 Tbsp. soy sauce 
2 1/2 Tbsp. vinegar 
3/4 cup vegetable oil 
1 Tbsp. pepper 
2 seasoning packets from noodles 
 
Mix dressing ingredients well.  Add cooked chicken,   
refrigerate overnight.  Combine coleslaw mix, ramen 
noodles, sunflower seeds, cashews, chicken, and dressing, 
toss well.  Add mandarin oranges, toss.  For best results, 
serve within one hour of mixing all ingredients together.
